Officer evidence

41. A petition may ask for a senior council officer to give evidence at a public meeting about
something for which the officer is responsible as part of their job. For example, a petition may
ask a senior council officer to explain progress on an issue, or to explain the advice given to
elected members to enable them to make a particular decision.

42. If a petition contains at least 10,000 signatures and clearly states a specific issue to raise, the
relevant senior officer will give evidence at a public meeting of the appropriate scrutiny board.

43. The senior officers that can be called to give evidence are the Chief Executive, Deputy Chief
Executive, Strategic Directors, Assistant Directors and Heads of Service. You should be
