


16. FORCE MAJEURE  

16.1.  If a Force Majeure event (as described in clause 16.2) arises on or following the date of the Contract which directly causes the Supplier to 

be materially unable to comply with any of its obligations hereunder, the Supplier and the Council may agree such terms as are 

appropriate for the continued performance of the Contract. If no such terms are agreed within one month of the commencement of the 

said event, and such event is continuing or its consequence remains such that the Supplier is materially unable to comply with its 

obligations, the Parties hereby agree that the Contract shall thereupon terminate, subject to the provisions of clause 12 (Termination).  

Failure by the Supplier to comply with its contractual obligations by reason of a Force Majeure event shall not constitute a breach of 

contract.  

16.2.  The events which are to be classified as Force Majeure events shall include each of the following:  

16.2.1. war, civil war, conflict or terrorist attack arising within and affecting the United Kingdom;  

16.2.2. nuclear, chemical or biological contamination of the Supplier’s property arising from any of the events at 16.2.1 above;
